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Introduction 
The paper should be integrated on the main topics of the journal, as listed bellow:
· management (general, strategic, project, human resources, financial, production, quality, information system, company, foreign investment etc.)

· public management (good governance, public finance and budgeting, sustainable development, public institutions, public investment, public services, public expenditure etc.)
· marketing (strategic marketing, sales policies, customer behavior, market segmentation, marketing research, supply and demand etc.)

· public and nonprofit marketing (strategic marketing, public policies, citizens’ behavior, marketing research, public supply and demand etc.) 

· business administration (entrepreneurship, business approach, ……………..)

· business communication 

· public administration (all subjects that could offer an image on the administration………… )
· law (regulations, EU directives, commercial legislation, labor law, ) 

· public law (administrative, civil, communitarian,…. )

· economics (macro and micro economics, forecast, statistics, national strategies etc.)

The main request of the paper is to use a holistic approach of the subject. Holism (from Greek’s word holos meaning all, entire, total) is the idea that all the properties of a given system (in our case social, economic, administrative etc.) cannot be determined or explained by its component parts alone. It represents the theory and philosophy that a system is not a simple summing of its parts; it becomes operational due to an integrator. Instead, the system approach and analysis as whole offer relevant information about how the parts behave.
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The paper title should be about 7 words, not more then three rows, Arial Black, 18ppt, Bold, UPPERCASE, center aligned.
After title, 1 empty row of Times New Roman (TNR), 12 ppt.

Authors’ names will be in line, Name and SURNAME (family name), TNR 12ppt, Regular, aligned to left.
Under the names will be mentioned the affiliation using University, Town, Country, TNR 10ppt, Italic, keeping the order of the authors names. If all authors have the same affiliation it will be mentioned once. If more then one author has the same affiliation it will be mentioned once, followed by the position of the authors (example: University of Boston [1,3,4]).

We recommend papers with 1 to 3 authors and not more than 4.

One empty row of Times New Roman (TNR), 10 ppt. will be before abstract.
Abstract section will have the body text less than the paper body text, according to the present sample. 
ABSTRACT (TNR 12ppt, Regular, aligned to left) will cover the items: Paper purpose, Approach/method, Findings, Originality/value and it will be written with TNR, 10ppt, regular, center aligned; the extension of the abstract to max 15 rows is expected. 
Keywords of max 5 must be highlighted after one empty row of Times New Roman (TNR), 10 ppt.

The JEL Classification (Journal of Economic Literature proposed by the AEA-American Economic Association) proposes a classification with 19 domains, from A to Z, sub domains (ex: A3, Z7) and sub-sub domains (M12 or M120). The author should find the most representative domains for the paper, not more than 5. The JEL Classification Codes Guide could be found on www.aeaweb.org/jel/guide. 
Also, the authors are asked to mention, after one empty row of Times New Roman (TNR), 10 ppt., the paper  type, by selecting one of the following: Research paper, Conceptual paper, Case study, Viewpoint, Technical paper, Literature review, General review.

After two empty rows of Times New Roman (TNR), 10 ppt., the body text of the paper starts with sub-title Introduction, TNR 11ppt, Regular, aligned to left. 
All the sub-titles will be after one empty row of Times New Roman (TNR), 10 ppt., written with TNR 11ppt, Regular, aligned to left.
The content of the paper will be organized in sections with sub-titles according to paper type and subject. It is compulsory to have “Introduction” and “Conclusions”.

Figures, graphs and tables should be very clear, placed centered on the page, not wider than the body text. 

Each table will be numbered by having before “Table no. …” on the left, as follows:
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As could be seen, the table will be placed at one empty row of Times New Roman (TNR), 10 ppt., and the text will restart after one empty row of Times New Roman (TNR), 10 ppt. After the table there could be added “source/notes/comments”, in Italic.
The figures and graphs will be followed by number and title (see example). They will have before and after empty rows like tables.

The number and title of the figure or graph will be grouped together with the figure in one object.
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Conclusions

The references will be mentioned within the text (name, year, page); no footnotes are allowed. All the text references must be found at the end, under References, written in Times New Roman (TNR), 10 ppt, Regular, left aligned and placed after two empty row of Times New Roman (TNR), 10 ppt., after Conclusions. The list of the references will be written with Times New Roman (TNR), 9 ppt, Regular, justified.
The references will be listed alphabetically, according to the surname of the first author, as follows: 
· For books: Surname, Initials (year), Title of Book, Publisher, Place of publication.

· For book chapters: Surname, Initials (year), "Chapter title", Editor's Surname, Initials, Title of Book, Publisher, Place of publication, pages.

· For journals: Surname, Initials (year), "Title of article", Journal Name, volume, number, pages.

· For published conference proceedings: Surname, Initials (year of publication), "Title of paper", in Surname, Initials (Ed.), Title of published proceeding which may include place and date(s) held, Publisher, Place of publication, Page numbers

· For electronic sources: if available online, the full URL should be supplied at the end of the reference, as well as the last date when the resource was accessed.

Full text of the paper should not exceed 12 pages with title page and references.
Attention! No page number, header or footer have to be inserted.
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
